MOOT COURT PROBLEM 

Abha, 18 years old young girl was pursuing her studies from Ryan International College, Delhi. She had been dating a boy named Tarun, who was her senior in the same college. Soon, their friendship converted into live-in-relationship. Abha’s parents were unaware about the development. They came to know only when Abha got pregnant. To prevent social stigma, the parents of Abha decided to marry Abha with Tarun. Abha was also willing to do so, but Tarun and his parents refused to accept the offer of marriage and put allegations on Abha that she is having illicit relations with somebody else. As a result, Abha filed a petition for maintenance in Tis Hazari Court, Delhi on the basis of live-in-relationship. The refusal of Tarun to marry and his bitter attitude put Abha in deep depression which ultimately affected her physical health. But still, Abha refused to abort the child even after the persuation from family members and relatives. To prevent social stigma, Abha’s parents decided to marry her with some other boy, who was known to them. Abha’s father put the proposal of her marriage to Mr. Pankaj Mehra, his childhood friend to consider Abha for his son, Sushant aged 28 years. Both the families knew each other well, but Abha and Sushant had not met each other before that time. Sushant was a law graduate from University of Delhi. During his college days, he was actively involved in youth politics and remained General Secretary of Student Council of the College. He was highly ambitious to join the national politics. He decided to contest the election of Lok Sabha and became the youngest member of the Parliament after winning election. After discussing the entire situation truthfully, Sushants’ father accepted the proposal for marriage. The festivities began in both the families. A pre-wedding tour was planned for Sushant and Abha so that they can understand each other. Abha and Sushant went to Kasauli on tour. Tarun came to know about Abha’s plan and reached Kasauli to meet her. Abha saw Tarun and tried to avoid him. But when Sushant enquired about the guy, she introduced Tarun as his friend. Sushant became awkward, yet he ignored the matter. Ultimately, marriage was solemnised on 12th January, 2017. After marriage, Sushant used to remain busy in the political activities and spent very less time with his newly wedded wife, Abha. Due to this, emotional bonding between the two could not build-up. After marriage, only on a very few occasions, Sushant had intercourse with Abha just to fulfil his physical lust. Due to this, Abha was frustrated. On 28th January, 2017 in the night at approximately 2 A.M., Abha suddenly woke up and found that Sushant was not available on the bed. Then, she heard whisper from the adjacent room. She stepped out of the room and tried to see what was happening in the room adjacent to their bedroom. She was shocked to see that Sushant was physically involved with his fast friend, Abhay. She shouted at them and started dragging her husband from that room. There was a big quarrel among the two. The incident led to spoiling of their relations completely. Early in the morning, Abha narrated the incident to her parents but her parents advised her to adjust as it was her only home after marriage. Finding herself alone, Abha made a telephonic call to Tarun and narrated him the whole story. Tarun wanted to avoid the liability to pay maintenance and other legal consequences against him. So, he started showing his concern for Abha. Resultantly, again, they started meeting with each other. On        25-02-2017 when Sushant was coming out of a hotel, after his meeting with party workers, he noticed that Abha was coming with Tarun from a hotel room. Later, on the same day at around 10:00 P.M., Sushant returned home after consumption of alcohol and in drunken state, he asked Abha about her visit to the Hotel. She refused for that and shouted at him. Both exchanged hot arguments and then Sushant had intercourse with Abha which was resisted by her. The incident led to breakdown of the marriage completely. 


Abha narrated the whole story to her mother, but her mother explained the sad reality of her life with Tarun and advised her to adjust herself in the new environment as it was her only home now after marriage. When Abha discussed the matter with her inlaws, they started abusing her for her pre-marriage acts and threatened her that she has no option except to remain at their mercy. Mother-in-law also slapped Abha, when she noticed frequent calls from Abha’s mobile on Tarun’s number. She was advised to shut her mouth and not to tell any thing outside. Feeling aggrieved, Abha left the home of Sushant and started living on rental accommodation in Dwarka, New Delhi. Abha filed a petition for maintenance and specific demand for separate residence in District Court at Dwarka. Abha also lodged an FIR against Sushant for committing rape as the sexual intercourse was against her will. She also filed a petition under Domestic Violence Act, 2005 against Sushant, his father and mother. 


Mr. Sushant filed a petition in Delhi High Court u/s 482 Cr.Pc. for quashing FIR on the ground that Abha is his legally wedded wife and cohabitation is essential for the institution of marriage. In the mean time, District Court Tis Hazari dismissed the maintenance petition field by Abha against Tarun on the ground that the petitioner was not a legally wedded wife, therefore, she can not ask for maintenance. Against the decision of District Court, Abha filed an appeal before Delhi High Court on the ground that she is carrying in womb the foetus which was the result of live-in-relationship between Tarun and her. Tarun submitted the cross objections on the ground that Abha is legally wedded wife of Sushant and she can claim maintenance from Sushant only. In the mean time, District Court, Dwarka allowed the maintenance petition filed by Abha. Against the decision of District Court, Dwarka, Sushant filed an appeal in Delhi High Court on the ground that Abha is entitled for maintenance from Tarun only as she was pregnant as a result of live in relationship with Tarun before marriage with him. Sushant also objected the legitimacy of the child in womb of Abha on the ground that Abha was pregnant before the marriage and he is not the legitimate father of the child which was yet to born. Therefore, Tarun is only responsible to maintain Abha. Now three petitions are lying before the Delhi High Court i.e. 

1. Petition filed by Sushant u/s 482 for quashing FIR which was lodged by Abha for committing rape.

2. Appeal filed by Abha against Tarun for maintenance against the decision of District Court Tis Hazari.

3. Appeal filed by Sushant against the decision of District Court, Dwarka in which the petition of Abha for maintenance and separate residence was allowed by District Court, Dwarka. 

Argue in favour of the appellants/petitioners and against the appellants/petitioners.

LAUNCH OF MOOT COURT PROBLEM 


The Moot Court problem has been launched on university website i.e., www.kuk.ac.in. 

ELIGIBILITY AND COMPOSITION OF TEAM 
1. This competition is strictly restricted for law students pursuing LL.B. (3 years) Professional Course or B.A. LL.B. (five years) course from any Educational Institution/University in India, recognized by the Bar Council of India.

2. The students who are currently pursuing their study in Law (i.e. 3 years or 5 years law courses) are only eligible to participate in the competition. The students who have already completed their degree are not eligible to participate in the competition.

3. Maximum three members and minimum two members are allowed in a team. In a team consisting of two members, both members are designated as speakers and none of the member in the team shall be allowed to act as researcher. 

4. In a team consisting of 3 members, 2 members shall be designated as speakers and 3rd shall be designated as researcher. 

5. Only one team can be registered from a particular law school/college/ institution/university with the authority letter from the Head of the Department.    

6. Only the members in the team designated as speakers will be permitted to put forth oral arguments in the competition. 

REGISTRATION 

1. Submission of Registration Form in Soft Copy: 
All the participating Institutions/Departments have to confirm participation by sending a soft copy of duly filled Registration Form (Annexure – I) by sending email at mootcommitteeku@gmail.com on or before 20th January, 2019. 

2. Submission of Registration Form in Hard Copy: 

Hard copy of the Registration form must reach to the Department of Law, Kurukshetra University Kurukshetra on or before 30th January, 2019 through Indian Speed Post on the address given below:

The teams shall solely be responsible for any delay caused due to delay in receipt of Registration Form through speed post. 

3. Allotment of Team Code: 

Every team which has got registered for the competition by complying with the rules and regulations of registration will be allotted a Code and that Code will be communicated through the same mail to the respective Institution. Once the Code is allotted, every team must use the Code assigned, for any further communication with the Department during the course of the competition.

4. Change in Composition of Team: 

If any change in team composition is made by any institution at a later stage before the actual date of competition, it must be intimated to the organisors i.e. Department of Law, K.U.K. at the earliest but not later than Feb. 05, 2019. Further, the change must be accompanied with a freshly filled Registration Form and an authority letter duly signed by the Head of the Institution. 

5. Registration Fee: 
The participating Team has to pay INR 500/- as registration fee. The link for online payment will be sent to the Registered teams by 15th January, 2019 through e-mail. Details of payment should be sent to the Department of Law, Kurukshetra University, Kurukshetra latest by 25th January, 2019. Non-payment of Registration Fees shall result in cancellation of Registration and the team will not be allowed to participate in the competition.

7. There should not be any difference between soft copy and hard copy of written submissions and both must exactly be the same. Any difference in the same will result in disqualification of the team from the competition. 

8. In case of written submission is submitted in any other format, other than is required, a penalty of one mark will be imposed on the team.  

9. Team submitting soft copy 48 hours after the last date of submission (i.e. 20th January, 2019) will be disqualified from the competition. 

10. The written submissions shall not contain any form of identification apart from the team Code. 

11. Appellant’s Written Submissions must have a blue cover and Respondent’s Written Submissions must have Red cover.
12. In case the team uses wrong covers of written submissions, a penalty of 1 mark will be imposed on the team. 

13. The teams must submit their written submissions by the mentioning team Code allotted to them and ‘Not’ by their Institution’s name.    

14. Written Submissions (Memorials) must be typed in English and must be printed single side on A4 size paper with equal margins of 1 inch on all sides. 


The text font should be TIMES NEW ROMAN, size 12 for the main body and TIMES NEW ROMAN size 10 for the foot notes.  

The main body must by in 1.5 line spacing.

The footnotes must be in single line spacing.

Memorials must not exceed 40 pages in all.

Arguments shall not exceed 25 pages.

Blue Box (19th Edn.) mode of citation must be followed.

ALLOTMENT OF TIME TO EACH TEAM 


25 minutes will be given to each team in totality including Rebuttal & Sur-rebuttal round. 

SPLIT OF TIME BETWEEN SPEAKERS 
1. Each speakers shall be given 10 minutes (10 + 10 = 20 minutes in total) and 5 minutes for re-buttal.  

2. Team shall notify the Court clerks about the division of time between 2 Speakers including time reserved for Re-buttal & Sur-rebuttal) 10 minutes prior to the commencement of the Rounds. 

3. If Speaker 1 exceeds his/her reserved time, the additional time taken shall be deducted from the time reserved by Speaker 2. Similarly if Speaker 2 exceeds his/her reserved time, the additional time taken shall be deducted from the time reserved for Rebuttals/Sur-rebuttals as the case may be. In no case, time will be exceeded more than 25 minutes. 

COMPENDIUM 


All relevant case laws and statutory material to be passed on to the judges during the oral rounds may be submitted in the form of a compendium 10 minutes prior to the commencement of the Rounds to the Court Clerks. 


Participants can also pass relevant material to the judges through the Court Clerk at the discretion of judge at any time after commencement of the Rounds and before its completion.

EXCHANGE OF WRITTEN SUBMISSIONS 

1. Written submissions will be exchanged immediately after the lot system is completed. 

2. Teams are prohibited from making any marks on the opponent’s written submissions. 

3. Teams are prohibited from making any copies of the opponent’s written submissions, electronically or otherwise.

4. After completion of each round, opponents written submissions must be returned to the Court Clerk.
